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OPEN TO YOUTH AND DECENTRALIZATION OF CULTURAL LIFE

In 2007, Balkankult Foundation continued its strategy and activities in the field of
cultural bridging and mobility.

Foundation have gone further with project decentralization of Cultural Life in
Serbia (Against Cultural Boredom), the act which is target organization of International
Cultural events in towns in Serbia and Western Balkan Region.

In 2007 the main priority ware:
e To provide network of the towns where the programs could be present ( so

far we have connection with almost 35 towns in Serbia)
e Toinclude more towns from Western Balkan region
e To provide the list of offering programs ( we are preparing cultural program
from Norway, Denmark, Japan, Mexico and Ireland)
Foundation has preparing exhibition and publication of catalogue of International
Ex libris competition — Bread-Cultural Heritage. We have received 822 works of 412
artists from 46 countries (from Argentina to Japan). The first exhibition was in Novi Sad.
This year is organized coming of artists and practitioners from Europe in artists
workshops in Serbia. For example: Ms. Nina Karin Monsen, philosopher from Norway,
Mr. Jakko Heikkila, photographer from Finland, Mr. Otto Wiezorek, photographer from
Germany, etc.

International exhibition of ex libris ,Bread - Cultural Heritage“ (City Hall of Novi Sad) and
UPIDIV Galery at 9th to 24th December 2007. Russian stickler about bread and bakery
in UPIDIV Galery at 7th to 9th December 2007.

The Festival of Bread and Bakery was at Freedom Square, in old, urban part of
Novi Sad in fron og City Hall of Novi Sad. In 20 etno-cabin were the bakers and different
sweet and salted pastries, great industries of bakery.

The third part of this Festival had scientist habit through work of experts in
Institute for bakery technology in Novi Sad.

Time and place: Novi Sad at 7th to 9th december 2007.

Title: In the sounds of the places — music festival and cultural tourism

Description: In the sounds of the places, a fourth years’ project on music festival and
cultural tourism, has finished for the fourth time in 2007. Project is realized as a music
festival in the countries of the Western Balkans, binding the cities through cultural
tourism in the regions of the Western Balkans and northern Italy.The project is supported
by the ltalian government and county of Friuli Venezia Giulia.

BalkanKult Foundation was the coordinator of the programme in Serbia. Young
ltalian musicians (trio Eolo and Trio Broz ) are involved in this project by presenting its
music to the audience in the cities of the Western Balkans region. In 2007, majors from
Pancevo, Zajecar and Sremska Mitrovica have taken part in the closing Concert for
peace in Aquileia.



The cities involved in the project have also bonded on cultural tourism basis by
building the own tourist offer and exchanging the experiences in cultural tourism
development.

The jury was
selected 200 works for exhibition( 8 awards and 25 mentions) which was part of Festival
of Bread in Novi Sad in December 2007. The First prize won Mr. Zmicer Shapavalau
from Belarus.

BalkanKult Foundation has organized a reconstruction of Mirko Ili¢ exhibition of
comics, before the start of the concert where Pankrti celebrated 30 years of their activity.
In that way BalkanKult actively contributed to the celebration of this important cultural
phenomena - punk culture in our region, that had significant influence on further
development in music and on the culture in general

NORDEN BALKAN CULTURE SWITCH

The Nordic Council of Ministers has initiated a project for cultural exchange
between the Western Balkans and the Nordic Countries. The project entitled Norden
Balkan Culture Switch was planned during 2002 and was implemented from 2003-2005.

Balkankult Foundation continued work on the Norden Balkan Culture Switch
during 2006. The goals of all these programmes were to continue development of long-
term collaboration and understanding of the two regions on the fringes of Europe. Accent
was on the mobility of artists, ideas and expertise and so-called snow ball effect and
follow-up process of the projects.

Title: Nordisk panorama in Belgrade ‘07

Description: The Nordisk Panorama ‘07 was a continuation of the festival which was
founded by Balkankult foundation and Film Kontakt Nord and realized in Sarajevo and
Belgrade in 2004, 2005 and 2006. Nordisk Panorama ‘07 was organized in February
2007 in the Belgrade Cultural Center and the Students City Cultural Center.

Programme selector was Mr. Nebojsa Popovic, film critic and journalist of the
Serbian National TV. Nordisk Panorama "07 was a résumé of a Nordisk Panorama held
in Arhus, Denmark in September 2006 which was attended by Mr. Popovic. The
programme consisted of five long documentaries and a progremme of short films. After
Belgrade screenings were also organized in the small cities in Serbia and West Balkans.
